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PINGAT JASA MALAYSIA (PJM)
DON TOUHIG’S COMMONS STATEMENT
With reference to our Rebuttal (of the 31st January Ministerial Statement on the PJM) dated 21st June and in particular to the section “Changes of Mind”, I write to update you on progress since the Rebuttal was sent to you.  In that section of our Rebuttal we mention how Don Touhig, while still the Veterans Minister, was planning to write to the HD Committee making the case for the PJM to be worn.

· Commons Statement - On the 6th July: Mr Touhig summarised his case for the PJM recommendation to be amended so that the medal can be worn by British citizens.  In the Commons he asked his successor as Veterans Minister, Mr Tom Watson, to continue his initiative saying:

 “I hope that he will press those who advise the Queen to review the situation. I should be grateful if he said that he is prepared to do so.”
· Letter from Mr Touhig dated 7th August:  In this letter Mr Touhig advises us that he has written to the Veterans Minister asking him to contact the HD Committee making the case for PJM to be worn and is awaiting a reply - and the good news is that Mr Watson has said verbally that he will do so.

These are important steps forward in support of our request to have the Queen’s permission to wear the PJM and reinforce what we said in our submissions in our Rebuttal.
I very much hope that you will take this news into account when considering our case put to you in the Rebuttal and also in our Petition to the Queen which I understand has been sent to you for consideration.
